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Executive summary





The project aims for a risk based management of the consequences of disaster flood in flood-prone urban areas especially in consideration of the national differences, and will lead, thus, as a consequence to recommendations for good practice. To achieve a stable and effective flood event management, primarily the recent situation with the projected structural measures has to be evaluated to detect the weak spots in the technical system, infrastructure, as well as in the crisis coordination. Based on this information case scenarios will be worked out to get an estimation of the vulnerability of the structures, and additionally due to the analysed interaction of the differing consequences general arrangement drawings can be improved.


The main focus of the project is on risk communication which entails awareness raising, sensitization, public participation, as well as individual precaution measures, and highly advanced warning systems of small catchment areas. It is essential to optimise the crisis communication as well as coordination with action force and people involved.
